Dear Friends,
| haven't seen the film The Lovely Bones as yet but | have read the book. It is a

deeply disturbing story because it tackles the imperfect nature of the world we
live in. It shows us a world in which terrible things can happen, and where justice
is not always attained. It's a world in which a young girl's potential for joy and
love and creativity can be snuffed out in a moment, yet an evil man’s desires can
go unchecked. It is a broken world — a view which is entirely consistent with that
of the Bible.

The Bible story of creation paints a picture in which we as human beings live in
perfect harmony with each other, with our environment and, most importantly,
with God, in whose image we were created. But the story continues, we rebelled
against God, taking for ourselves the role of deciding what is right or wrong,
good or evil.

What the Bible calls sin is a fundamental bias against God and in favour of giving
in to our own self-gratifying urges. We have misused the freedom to choose and
our world is broken.

Why didn’t God intervene to stop it? Why doesn’t he intervene now to stop evil
acts? Simply because he cannot give us free will and withhold it at the same
time. It is a logical impossibility. Why is our free will so important? Without it,
relationships with each other and with God, would not be based on genuine love,
but would be merely programmed into us.

The unfolding story of the Bible is God wanting us once again to live in perfect
harmony, and of the need for justice and love. This is the point in history at which
God steps into our world and becomes a man - Jesus. In this part of the story we
see God, not remote in heaven, merely grieving over our brokenness and
weeping for our pain, but coming to live in our broken world, as one of us. It
means that God’s kingdom breaks into our broken, imperfect world.

The limbo in which Susie finds herself in The Lovely Bones or the heaven that
she is waiting to live in, doesn’t have anything to say about God - or of God
having anything to do with it. But the Christian message says that God longs for
us to live once again in harmony, with the world, with one another and with God.
Our free will enables us to make the choice - which choice will you make?

REPORT: A Discussion Day about
Nuclear Energy
Carlisle, 6 February 2010

About 150 people were welcomed to
this event, organized by Churches
Together in Cumbria and held in the
Fratry, by the Dean of Carlisle.

The first part of the day consisted of
two scientific papers presenting the
cases for and against the use of
nuclear energy given by Mr Paul Spare,
an engineer in the industry, and Mr
Shaun Burnie, from Greenpeace.
These were followed by an open
session with questions and
contributions from the floor. There were
two contributions from members of our
own parishes.

Paul Spare pointed out that, while the
supply of easily accessible fossil fuels
was becoming more and more limited
and that there were many uses for oil,
coal and gas other than electricity
generation, the only use for uranium
was to provide nuclear energy. He
showed that while the accident at
Chernobyl was very serious, the reactor
was of poor design which would not be
used in the West and the accident was
cause by unauthorized experiments,
there were 50 deaths directly
attributable to the explosion and there
have been no others shown to have
occurred. In this country there have
been no deaths caused by the nuclear
energy industry. He stated that we
know the hazards and can engineer the
systems to reduce any risk to very low
levels. The generation of electricity by
nuclear energy does not generate large
amounts of greenhouse gases (carbon
dioxide).

Shaun Burnie challenged the figure of
50 deaths from Chernobyl and spoke
about the conditions of the uranium
mines in Niger, which are claimed to be
unacceptable. He also spoke about the

problems of waste from the
decommissioned power stations and
spent fuel. The question of the military
use of radioactive material and the
possibility of terrorist attacks was also
mentioned.

The second part of the day was entitled
‘Does faith have a part in shaping

our response’ and consisted of two
presentations, ‘for’ and ‘against’.

Mr. Graham Brightman, a retired
nuclear physicist, gave the first
presentation. He said that God had
made the universe and therefore made
uranium and given us the ability to use
all the materials for our own benefit. In
his opinion there was no moral problem
in the use of nuclear energy for
electricity generation and we should
develop the technology to meet our
needs for energy generation.
Professor Michael Northcott, Professor
of Ethics at Edinburgh, gave the
alternate view that we should not
develop nuclear power stations. His
case was based largely on the fact that
a nuclear power station has to run
continuously and therefore the workers
could not have Sundays as a Sabbath.
This point was strongly challenged by
Bishop James.

Some of the other points made during

the presentations were that we are

committed to reducing our output of

carbon dioxide but renewable energy

sources (wind, waves) are not reliable.

Over the next 20 years some 30% of

our generating capacity (coal, oil and

nuclear) will become redundant —

without replacement this would mean

that we would only have electricity for

two days out of three.
