The cross, made from the trunk of the
Chrismon tree.

This is the tree which was decorated
at Christmas wholly with

Christian symbols - white for purity,
gold for majesty and tiny white lights
to remind us that

Jesus is the ‘Light of the World'.

After Christmas the tree was stripped
of its branches and made

into a crude cross

which has been in church during Lent

it is converted from a bare cross
Into a cross of glory
by decorating it with daffodils

a strong reminder that the
Jesus story does not end at Christmas.
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Dear Friends,

If money were no object, where would you go? Would you escape from the late
winter or early spring blues and fly to some exotic retreat? Would you visit the
family you hardly ever see, across the world?

What if someone told you they had found a way to travel back in time? Who
would you visit or where would you go? Would you want to set off with
Columbus, or join Neil Armstrong to take that momentous first step onto the
moon’s surface? Would you be the one who held the scaffolding as
Michelangelo painted the ceiling of the Sistine Chapel?

Would you rather go back to the days when the flares were first lit across
Hadrian’s Wall or when trees covered the earth and creatures we no longer see,
walked the planet?

What about travelling back to Biblical times? If you could choose events to see,
what would they be? Creation — watching it all come into being....Joining the
Israelites as the Red Sea parted....standing in Solomon’s temple?

What about being there as Jesus fed the 5000? Sleeping in the boat as Jesus
stilled the storm? Watching with wonder as Lazarus walked out of the tomb —
alive!

Wouldn't you want to join Peter, John and Mary as they saw the empty tomb and
the resurrected Jesus the first time, or join Thomas as he fell at Jesus’ feet and
declared * My Lord and my God!" To be there for those 40 days and learn from
the resurrected Lord Jesus!

But | wonder if any of us would travel back to the cross to witness the birth of full
and complete forgiveness? What would it mean to you to look into Jesus’ eyes,
see his face and hear those words, ‘Father forgive them!" | find this so hard to
imagine. To see such love in action. Words meant for you and me. Imagine
standing there and seeing Jesus, the Son of God declaring, exhausted but
triumphant, ‘It is finished!’

Maybe these are places we need to visit each day. Whenever | sin, whenever |
fail, the cross reminds me of forgiveness — past, present and future. Whenever |
doubt His love, | look at the cross and see His perfect love already given.

But | need to visit the empty tomb each day too. Why? To remind me that the
very same power that raised Jesus from the dead is at work in every Christian.
WOW ! Not only that, but it reminds me that life for each follower of Jesus is full
and eternal. Not a dream, but an amazing reality — there for all who believe!

St Peter's Annual General Meeting

A new audio-visual system for St

Revd Sue Wilson was able to present
a very positive report on 2009 to St
Peter's Annual Parochial Meeting. She
highlighted growing congregations and
a wider range of teaching, worship and
social activities during the year.

The Churchwardens reported on the
continuing work to maintain and
church building and its surroundings.
Treasurer Mike Robinson presented
the accounts which showed that as
well as covering the cost of ministry in
the parish, the congregation had given
a tenth of its income to missionary and
charitable activity and a further tenth
as a contribution to the cost of ministry
within the diocese.

There were also reports from
representatives to the Kent Estuary
Council and to the Deanery Synod.

George Handley retired as
Churchwarden. He agreed to take on
the new role of verger, assisted
by Tom Grindey. Sue Mellor was
elected to replace him as warden,
along with Sylvia Read and Sue Tallis.

Pat Radcliffe, Jean Sowerby and Peter
Clarke retired from the PCC and were
replaced by Audrey Wynne, John
Ritchie and Martin Fletcher. Peter
Clarke was subsequently co-opted to
serve as secretary.

Peter’'s: we are nearly there!

The PCC has been trying to come up
with the right solution (within the
agreed budget) for installinga multi-
media system.We have now agreed
on a portable system with two large flat
TV screens which will stand near the
lectern and to the pulpit when in use.
When not in use they will have secure
parking bays out of sight.

Alongside this we plan to install a new
audio system with four speakers and
radio microphones, linked to a loop
system covering the whole church

In order to remove some of the clutter
at the front of the North aisle and to
create a space for musicians when
they play for services, we are
proposing to remove the front three
pews. This will also create more space
for the flat screen on the pulpit side
when it is in use.

We are now also finalising the detailed
design for a servery next to the organ
in the Dallam Chapel. It will re-use old
oak and blend in to the setting.

The final, final plans will go on display
in April when we submit them for
Diocesan approval.

Prayer Cycle

A large part of this meeting was taken up
with discussion on the possible use of the
church building for activities other than
services, and what further work is
necessary/desirable now.

Paul Grout, our appointed architect, was in
attendance for this time (about an hour). A
decision was made to go ahead with
removing the ‘platform area’ at the north
west end of the church but only after
various questions were discussed: do we
keep the present more open space at the
back of the church or do we replace the
pews that were there? Do we remove the
“platform” area in front of the “kitchen” to
make a level floor surface across the back
of the church or will this endanger coffee
makers/washers-up, and will it mean that
people sitting on any chairs which have to
be set out to accommodate larger-than-
usual congregations will not be able to see
what is happening up front? We did agree
that the font should stay in its present
ecclesiastically proper place. Another
major consideration was the heating
system. The heaters are very old and
possibly becoming dangerous so it was
eventually agreed that for the moment
these will have to be replaced using more
modern types of heaters which can be
installed on the existing heater wiring. And
then we went wider to think about any
possible extension to church to give a
meeting room on the north side of the
existing building, but this would cost a lot
of money.

After all this we really got through the rest
of the agenda, covering all the usual topics
of finance, services past and future, reports
from recent meetings of the Kent Estuary
Group Council and the Deanery Synod and
do on, quite expeditiously considering that
we were also preparing for the Annual
Parochial Church Meeting  which is to be
held on Sunday April 11 " in church after
a service which will be kept brief. Come
